61537. ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED UNLESS ACCOMPANIED BY SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER, RELEASE FORM SIGNATURES, PAY-
MENT OF ENTRY FEES, AND EXHIBITOR’S PERMIT. NO PASSES WILL BE MAILED. PLEASE CHECK IN AT THE FAIR OFFICE BY 10 PM,
THURSDAY, JULY 7 TO RECEIVE ALL NECESSARY PAPERWORK. No money covering entry fees and exhibitor’s permit will be refunded.

4. ALL RABBITS MUST BE IN PLACE BY 7:00 P.M., THURSDAY, JULY 7, 2011.

ALL EXHIBITORS MUST COME TO THE FAIR OFFICE BY 10 PM ON THURS., JULY 7 TO CHECK THE ACCURACY OF THEIR ENTRIES AS

show in that class.

13. No paper bedding may be used. Rabbits will be in all wire coops.
14. Please bring your own feed.

16. No entry fee needs to be paid for BEST OF BREED, BEST OPP. SEX, BREED FUR, OR SECTION 100 (CHAMPIONS) classes.
